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Do

The auxiliary verb ‘do’ (not to be confused with the verb ‘to do’) is
used to form questions, negative statements, short answers and
emphasising positive statements (to be covered later) with verbs in
the present tense. It is not used with the two verbs we looked at in
Episode 1, ‘be’ and ‘have got’, or modal verbs (to be covered later).
An equivalent of ‘do’ does not exist in Spanish; however, it is an

essential part of English grammar.

El verbo auxiliar ‘do’ (que no debe confundirse con el verbo ‘to do’ (hacer)) se usa para
formar preguntas, oraciones negativas, respuestas cortas y para enfatizar oraciones
afirmativas (se incluird mas tarde) con verbos en tiempo presente. No se usa con los dos
verbos que vimos en el Episodio 1, ‘be’ y *have got’, ni con verbos modales (se incluird mas
tarde). No existe un equivalente de ‘do’ en espafiol; sin embargo, es una parte esencial de la
gramatica inglesa.

Questions

To form questions with ‘do’ the structure is as follows:
Para formar preguntas con ‘do’, la estructura es como sigue:

Do + subject + verb in base form (+ object/adverb)
Do + sujeto + verbo en forma base (+objeto/adverbio)

For example:
Por ejemplo:

Do you play tennis?
¢Juegas al tennis?

Note that, as we have seen, the third person form takes 's’, in this

case ‘es’ as ‘do’ ends in a vowel sound.
Fijate que, como hemos visto, la forma de la tercera persona usa 's’, en este caso ‘es’ ya que
‘do’ termina en un sonido vocalico.

Short Affirmative Answers
We can answer a question with either a long or short sentence. For

example:
Podemos contestar a una pregunta bien con una oracion larga o corta. Por ejemplo:

Does he like music?
¢A él le gusta la musica?

Yes, he likes music
Si, le gusta la musica

or
0

Yes, he does
Si, le gusta

Here are all the short forms:
Aqui estan todas las formas cortas:

Yes, I do
Yes, you do
Yes, he does
Yes, she does
Yes, it does
Yes, we do
Yes, you do
Yes, they do



Short negative answers
We can answer a question in the negative with either a long or short

sentence too. For example:
También podemos contestar a una pregunta en negativo bien con una oracion larga o corta.
Por ejemplo:

Does he like music?
¢A él le gusta la musica?

No, he does not like music
No, no le gusta la musica

or
o

No, he does not
No, no le gusta

Short negative contracted answers
We also have the additional choice of using a contracted form which,

as we have said, is common in spoken English:
También tenemos la opcidn adicional de usar una forma contraida, la cual, como hemos
dicho, es comun en el inglés hablado:

Does he like music?
¢A él le gusta la musica?

No, he doesn’t like music
No, no le gusta la musica

or
0

No, he doesn't
No, no le gusta

Here are all the shortened forms alongside their contracted forms:

‘Have to’ is used to express obligation which has been placed on the

subject on the sentence.
‘Have to’ se usa para expresar una obligacidn que se ha colocado en el sujeto de la oracion.

Do you have to go?
¢Tienes que irte?

Yes, I have to. My mother says I have to be home at 9 .00
Si. Mi madre dice que tengo que estar en casa a las 9.00

This/That/These/Those

This conference is in Scotland
Esta conferencia es en Escocia

These conferences are excellent
Estas conferencias son excelentes

‘This/that/these/those’ can show where an object or person is in
relation to the speaker or when referring to topics as in the examples

above.
This/that/these/those pueden mostrar cuando un objeto o una persona estan en relacién con
el hablante o cuando se refieren a temas como en los ejemplos de arriba.

‘This’ is used to refer to objects close to the speaker and ‘that’ is used

to refer to objects a distance away from the speaker.
‘This’ se usa para referirse a objetos cercanos al hablante y ‘that’ se usa para referirse a
objetos a una distancia del hablante.

‘These’ is the plural of ‘this’, and ‘those’ is the plural of ‘that’.
‘These’ es el plural de ‘this’, y ‘those’ es el plural de ‘that’.

This is my book and that is your book

These are my books and those are your books

Estos son mis libros y esos son tus libros

Adjectives

These conferences are excellent
Estas conferencias son excelentes

Adjectives go before the noun but after the verb ‘to be’.
Los adjetivos van antes de los nombres pero después del verbo ‘to be'.



A nice cat
Un gato bonito

The cat is nice

El gato es bonito

Adjectives do not have to agree with the noun they describe.
Los adjetivos no tienen que concordar con el nombre que describen.

A happy girl

Una chica feliz

Happy girls

Chicas felices
